ESSAY

The AAPOTA essay competition is intended to provide 5 one-year AOTA student memberships or equivalent amount paid toward a new practitioner’s AOTA membership (if the student graduates).  
Using at least 3 research articles as your primary source materials please write a mini-literature review on “Evidence Evaluating the Effectiveness of Culturally Sensitive Health Care”.  Please limit your essay to no more than 6 pages (12 pt font, double spaced, 1” margins).  
Organization of the mini-literature review (sections I, II, and III below should be no more than 6 pages):
I) Introduction:  This section should provide an overview of the topic the articles (at least three) that you have selected.  It should include the following:

a) Context- "This review of the literature will focus on studies of ………".

b) Brief background.  
c) Delimitations- Tell the reader what will be presented, that is set the boundaries, what you will cover, or the scope of the review.
II) Review Key Concepts : For each study, provide a brief description of the study, including:

a) What was the problem or research question of the study?

b) Describe how the concept (subject) was studied by the author(s).
c) How many subjects participated?

d) Describe the methods or procedures.
e) What were the results and findings of the study?
III) Integration of Concepts derived from the literature:

a) Provide a brief critical evaluation of the studies (strengths and weaknesses)

b) What relationships did you discover from them
IV) References (this section is not included in page limit):  
a) 
List all citations including the papers that you have selected for the review.  Please follow the American Journal of Occupational Therapy format.
