2009 College Scholarships for Students with Parents with Disabili-
ties Announcement  
All application materials must be completed and postmarked by Monday March 16, 2009.  
 
Through the Looking Glass and its National Center for Parents with Disabilities and their Families are 
pleased to announce new scholarships specifically for high school seniors and college students who 
have parents with disabilities. These scholarships are part of Through the Looking Glass' new federal 
grant (New National Center for Parents with Disabilities and their Families <http://lookingglass.org/
ncpd/index.php>). Please note that these are new awards and have different application procedures 
than in the past. There are two separate scholarship awards, and each has separate eligibility require-
ments:  
 

1. High School Seniors. To be eligible, a student must be a high school graduate (or graduating sen-
ior) by Summer 2009, planning to attend college in Fall 2009 and have at least one parent with a 
disability. Five separate $1000 awards will be given out in Fall 2009. Individuals may submit 
only one application per award period.  

2. College Students. To be eligible, a student must be currently enrolled in a college or university, be 
21 years of age or younger as of March 16, 2009, and have at least one parent with a disability. 
Five separate $1000 awards will be given out in Fall 2009. Individuals may submit only one ap-
plication per award period.  

Selection criteria for all scholarships include academic performance, community activities and service, 
letters of recommendation and an essay describing the experience of growing up with a parent with a 
disability.  
 
These Scholarships are also part of a research study on young adult children of parents with disabili-
ties. As explained in the Consent Form in the Application, you may be willing to participate in an op-
tional survey about young adult children of parents with disabilities. The additional information you 
submit on this survey will not affect your scholarship chances and will not be disclosed to anyone out-
side the project researchers; all identifying information will be removed. If you consent to participate 
in this optional survey, we will email you the survey after we have received your completed applica-
tion.

 On behalf of Executive Committee of All India Occupational Therapists’ Association (AIOTA), I am pleased to an-
nounce that CE)TRAL COU)CIL FOR OCCUPATIO)AL THERAPY is ultimately RECOMME)DED. AIOTA congratu-
lates its members for this significant achievement. 

 Department Related Parliamentary Standing Committee on Health and Family Welfare headed by Hon. Chairman 
Sri Amar Singh has tabled its Report in Rajya Sabha and Lok Sabha on Paramedical and Physiotherapy Central Councils Bill -
2007 on 21st Oct.2008.  

 Parliament Secretariat was flooded with about fourteen thousand letters of resentment/representations from OT’s all 
over India and abroad against the provisions made in controversial Paramedical and Physiotherapy Central Councils Bill-2007 
introduced to the Lok Sabha on 4th Dec.2007. Considering such a vast resentment at the national and international level, the 
Parliament referred the Bill to Department Related Parliament Standing Committee on Health and Family Welfare of Rajya 
Sabha for examination and report. 

 AIOTA is of a firm belief that country needs to improve the health care delivery system by establishing the internation-
ally accepted norms for registration and accreditation not only for occupational therapy but also for other health care profes-
sions. The proposed Bill tabled in the parliament on 4th Dec. 2007, in place of being friendly to occupational therapy and 
physiotherapy was friendly to medical group specifically the Physical Medicine and Rehabilitation. It has unnecessary made 
provision for imposing medical hierarchy especially for PMR group who, in fact are in search of a footing to prove their worth 
in modern medical system. 

 AIOTA delegation was invited for a close door hearing on 27th May, 2008 at Parliament Annexe, :ew Delhi to put 
forth occupational therapy profession’s stand on the proposed Bill 2007 tabled in the parliament for enactment. The delegation 
led by President AIOTA Dr Anil K.Srivastava with other EC Members Dr R.K. Sharma, Dr Pankaj Bajpai and Dr Vaithi M. 
Perumal strongly opposed the controversial Paramedical and Physiotherapy Central Councils Bill 2007 in totality and emphati-
cally stressed the need for an acceptable enactment for systematic growth of the profession in the country. The meeting was very 
successful.  

 The Committee observed lots of discrepancies in the Bill and recommended: that the proposed Paramedical and 
Physiotherapy Central Councils Bill 2007 be amended and the Act may now be called "The Allied Health Professions Central 
Councils Act-2007".  

 The omission of a fully grown up specialty occupational therapy in the title and its amalgamation in physiotherapy and 
its definition in the proposed Paramedical Central Councils Bill 2007 was strongly opposed by AIOTA and  emphatically criti-
cized by the committee too.  “Committee’s attention was also drawn to the inclusion of ‘occupational therapy’ in the definition 
of ‘physiotherapy’.  The Committee finds it surprising that an independent profession with entirely different course of study, 
mode of treatment and approach in treatment and rehabilitation of patients has found place under another profession.  The 
Committee was informed that both occupational therapy and physiotherapy having entirely separate curriculum were recog-
nized as separate disciplines in educational institutions, Hospitals and medical institutions across the country have separate 
departments of occupational therapy and physiotherapy. The Committee strongly feels that reservations are based on valid 
ground and accordingly recommends the deletion of words ‘occupational therapy’ from the definition of ‘physiotherapy’.” 



Accordingly the basic definition of Central Council is modified and under this act independent 'Central Council for Occupa-
tional Therapy' and also independent 'Central Council for Physiotherapy' is recommended.  
 The Committee notes that inclusion of words “medically directed” is the most contentious part of the definition of 

‘occupational therapy’. There is no doubt in the mind of the Committee that occupational therapists are responsible for detailed 

assessment, treatment planning and implementation of treatment regimen.”  In the opinion of the Committee the words 

‘medically directed’ have been deliberately used defeating the very basis of defining a profession, hence recommended to be 

deleted.  The Committee, accordingly, recommends that the following definition of ‘Occupational Therapy’ as given in the 

aforesaid Act be included in the Bill.   

“Occupational therapy” means the application of purposeful goal-oriented activity through latest technology 
with computerized system and the like in the evaluation, diagnosis, and or treatment of persons whose func-
tion is impaired by physical illness or injury, emotional disorder, congenital or developmental disability, or 
the aging process, in order to, achieve optimum functioning, to prevent disability, and to maintain health.”  

 The council will now also have proportionate no. of occupational therapists from clinical and academic set ups and 
will be chaired by an OT professional. :o such provision was there in the proposed Bill. We emphatically announce that 
AIOTA’s all suggestions were accepted by the committee and accordingly Bill will be amended, incorporating all recommenda-
tions therein. The Committee further observed that physiotherapists and occupational therapists play a crucial role in the field 
of medicine and physical rehabilitation hence emphatically recommended that their legitimate interests should be taken care of 
and their existing pay structure may also be revised according to their qualifications and duration of the course they have to put 
in before entering into a Govt. job. 

 Setting up of Indian Council to govern the professions of occupational therapy and physiotherapy has been a long and 
tiring journey since last more than 25 years that still has to reach to a desired destination. The profession has immensely suf-
fered due to government apathy towards these professions in the country but still managed to grow and could make an impact in 
health arena, in spite of all odds. However it is a universal truth that the difficulties in the journey give meaning and value to the 
destination. The more effort we put into achievement, the more that achievement is worth. More problems and more challenges 
in reaching the goal, grow us stronger and more capable. 

 We are confident that now the long pending problem related to OT in India will be over as soon as the council draft is 
reframed with all proposed amendments. But we are vigil on this issue as we still have long way to go until the Bill is finally sent 
to Parliament within speculated time and passed by the parliament for enactment. 

I gratefully convey my thanks to members of AIOTA in India and Abroad and all those who stood with us in the crisis situation 
and did not lose faith in themselves and the organization and worked tirelessly in providing us their esteemed cooperation, as-
sistance, guidance and moral support that grew us more stronger. 

 I am also happy to inform that the Maharashtra State OT & PT Council has also started functioning from 4th Oct., 
2008 in Medical Education and Drugs Department of Government of Maharashtra.
